CHEMISTRY IN ACTION
James Stapleton 12 Page

In December we went to the Emmanuel Centre for aoefel chemistry conference.

The first of five lectures was given by Kit Chagmaz y Wl 246 (2 RA&02 0
He talked about how super heavy elements were formed and about how they are

made and discovered. He explained how the super heavy elements were so unstable
that some of them only have a half life of a few millisecondseample, the

element Oganesson has an atomic number of 118 and had-tfe of 0.69

milliseconds which makes it very unstable.

We then had another two talks before lunch
including one from Claire Murray which was about
crystals and how they can baentified using a
method called diffraction. The other talk was
given by Jonathan Hare on different allotropes of
carbon. He explained that there were more than
just the two allotropes diamond and graphite. He
said that carbon can bond together in a wawth
allows it to form a ball like structure made from
hexagons and pentagons. These allotropes are

After lunch we had a talk from Jamie Gallagher about the useful properties of plastic
and how to stop the plastic problem.

types of plastics like bioplastics which can break down more easily. We also had a talk
from Peter Wothers about the history of the periodic table and he talked about how
before Mendeleev many sciasts made attempts at trying to create their own

periodic table by grouping elements together due to their properties or atomic mass.

Overall | really enjoyed all the talks throughout the day and everyone who attended
now has a broader understanding okthifferent fields within chemistry.
